The capital city of New Zealand, Wellington (population 345,000) is situated on a splendid harbour at the southern tip of the
North Island.

Auckland

Otago & Southland

Three highlights dominate Otago and Southland, which cover the south of the South Island : Queenstown with its adrenaline
activities; the walkways of Fiordland National Park; and Otago Peninsula, which boasts New Zealand's first foray into
ecotourism. Queenstown, set in aglacial valley on the edge of Lake Wakatipu, is atown synonymous with hairy adventures:
parasailing; schussing down icy rapidsin jet boats, white-water rafting; and bungy jumping off Skippers Canyon Bridge - the
latest and most terrifying being a plunge 300m from a helicopter.
