Traveling | ndependently in Europe and UK

Last month we wrote about travelling around in a motorhome. This month we will look at other ways of getting around
Europe. One option is to drive around in a car. Here you have the choice of straight car rental or a car lease. Car rental is
suitable for shorter trips, for example: 3 separate lots of 7 day hire or rentals under 28 days or part travel in UK/Ireland and
part in Europe. If you need a car for longer, or a one way between countries, or for countries where car hire is more
expensive, or you are under 25 years — consider alease — you will certainly save money. Y ou have great freedom in a car and
can go to places off the tourist track , are not dependent on bus or train timetables and don’'t have to worry about carrying
your backpacks or suitcases. With even a small car, you can fit in your luggage and still have space for 2 fold up canvas
seats, arug and picnic set for an impromptu picnic... not to mention a plug-in coffee maker for those who are coffee addicts!
For those who don’t want to drive themselves, consider the train. Here you have options varying from rail passes where you
don’t have to book beforehand, point to point tickets and some trains where you can sleep on board. The popular Eurailpass
which covers 17 countries has been revamped and you now have more choices and options. Y ou have various fares eg. 1st or
2nd class, senior fares, saver fares (when 2 or more travel together) & Youth fares if still under 26 etc. If you have arailpass
you can get bonuses like discounted Eurostar fares, 50% off the Calais/Dover Seafrance crossing etc. The last option would
be to travel around in a bus. You can get bus passes around Europe but consider the flexibility or lack thereof! In some
places the bus only comes every 2 days and could whizz right past that specia place you wanted to stop and visit...The Flexi
7 day bus pass to be used anytime in one month or for 2 weeks unlimited travel would cost approx Euro 359 per person (Euro
718 for 2). By comparison a small car picked up in France would cost you Australian $38 per day or approx. Euro 21 per
day . Only €294 for 14 days and the price drops the longer you keep it. The cost of petrol should still be factored in when
considering driving .

Of course, al these options still necessitate the need for a place to sleep. Besides Y outh Hostels for youngsters and the more
adventurous, consider accommodation passes. Open dated and pre-booked options are available in all major cities and
cover options like, Bed & Breakfast, Inns, Hotel pass and even Mansions & Manors!
